COURSE INTRODUCTION
COURSE

ED122 – Instructional Technology for Educators
COURSE DESCRIPTION

This course will introduce students to a number of current technologies, with the intent of enhancing the presentation of materials and the sharing and collaboration of information. The course will include material concerning related social, ethical, and legal issues surrounding technology. 
COURSE OBJECTIVES

Upon successful completion of the course, each participant should be able to:

· Differentiate between technology and media. 

· Describe how technology and media can be a resource to facilitate instructional strategies. 

· Describe the procedures for selecting, modifying, and designing instructional materials, indicating when each choice is appropriate. 

· Discuss the advantages and limitations of the use of computers and multimedia in learning. 

· Create multimedia rich lesson plans and projects

· Understand the legal, ethical, and moral uses of information and technology.

GRADING CRITERIA EXPECTATIONS

Online Discussion Expectations

Discussion is an integral part of any classroom experience, but it is particularly vital in an online classroom.  In addition to completing the regular course assignments, all students are expected to participate in online discussions regularly and actively.

Each week students will be required to produce both primary and secondary posts.  Primary posts are worth 10 points apiece and should be legitimate attempts to think through questions that I have posed.  Secondary posts are worth 2.5 points apiece and consist of your responses to your peers’ posts; in other words, secondary posts put the “discussion” in the discussion forums.  
Each week, students will be required to post a primary post to the discussion forum question. 

Students will also be responsible for 2 secondary posts each week; they are required to respond to the primary posts of two different classmates.  
Primary Posts

Primary posts must be a minimum of 250 words and should be “semi-formal.”  These are real writing activities, so you should pay attention to things like organizing, supporting, and developing your ideas and using correct grammar and punctuation.  At the same time, these posts are conversational in tone, and so they shouldn’t come off as overly stuffy.

Tip: Write your paragraphs in Word (or another word processing program), then paste them onto the discussion forum.  MyCMU can time out, and your work will not be saved!  Please try to avoid attaching the journals, though, since it makes it more difficult all in the class to read. 
Grades:

	10
	At least 250 words and are thoughtful, serious attempts to provide a written response to the prompt. It is clear that the author has put time and effort into writing and revising these posts, and has found and cited specific evidence to illustrate and support all assertions, including the in course readings.  Likewise, when appropriate, these posts will show clear evidence that the student has completed all appropriate class readings and has taken time to think carefully about them.  Few, minor, grammar and usage errors. 

	8-9   
	At least 250 words and solid efforts.  They are legitimate attempts to engage the prompt, but without quite as much follow through as 10s.  These posts are generally less specific than 10s, leave out some potentially useful points or ideas, or show less concern for the quality of writing in the post. Specific evidence is used in these posts to illustrate and support ideas. When appropriate, these posts will show clear evidence that the student has completed all appropriate class readings and has taken time to think about them, although this thinking might not be as careful and complete as possible. Few grammar and usage errors.

	6-7  
	These posts show an attempt to do the assignment, albeit an incomplete one.  Usually these posts are fewer than 250 words, ignore significant elements of the prompt, seem dashed off, and have some significant grammar and usage errors.  When appropriate, these posts reveal some evidence that the student has consulted necessary class readings, but no evidence that shows that the students has read or thought about the readings carefully.

	1-5 
	These posts reveal some effort, but not a lot.  Usually these posts ignore most or all of the prompt, show little engagement, or have several significant grammar and usage errors.  The posts will reveal little or no evidence that the student has completed the course readings.

	0
	Posts will receive a zero if they are not turned in on time OR if they are egregiously underdeveloped.  One or two sentences that ignore the prompt altogether will receive a zero.

Likewise, plagiarized posts will also be given a zero and may be subject to additional disciplinary measures.


     

Secondary posts

Secondary posts are designed to help you engage the ideas of your peers.  Good writing requires the writer to think through a range ideas and information and to respond and adapt as necessary.  Good discussions require the same skill set.  Thus, this class asks you to use discussion as a way to practice habits that will make you a better writer.  

Grades:

	4
	At least 100 words.  These posts clearly respond to specific ideas from previous posts and offer interesting and useful new ways to think about them.  These posts will clearly either agree with previous posts, disagree, or agree with differences.

	3-2
	Usually less than 100 words.  These posts respond to previous posts, but not as specifically as they could.  These posts still bring something new and interesting to the conversation.

	1
	Significantly less than 100 words.  These posts offer limited responses to previous posts and bring little new to the conversation.

	0
	One sentence responses (of the “I agree” or “good job” variety will not receive credit as secondary posts


Other posts

In addition to primary and secondary posts you will have other graded and non-graded opportunities to take advantage of the discussion forums.  From time to time, you will be required to post online activities on the discussion forums.  In addition, there are two non-graded discussion forums: the virtual lounge and the general course questions area.  The virtual lounge is a space for you to connect with your classmates.  It is informal and ungraded, and it allows you get to know each other better.  The questions area is a place for you to post questions about course content (about the schedule or assignments, for example).  The instructor will answer these questions, although a classmate is welcome to try his or her hand.  If you have a question, please post it here, rather than address it directly to the instructor, so that everyone can have access to the answer.

Discussion Forum Tips (adapted from (http://community.flexiblelearning.net.au/TeachingTrainingLearners/content/article_4183.htm)

1. Give all postings a clear and relevant title.  Avoid using vague or ambiguous titles such as ‘News’, ‘Hi’ ‘Latest work’ etc.

2. Remember the human.  When you communicate electronically, all you see is a computer screen. You don't have the opportunity to use facial expression, gestures and tone of voice to communicate your meaning (apart from using emoticons); words - lonely written words - are all you've got. When you're holding a conversation online -it's easy to misinterpret your correspondent's meaning. And it's easy to forget that your correspondent is a person with feelings more or less like your own.

3. Respect other people's time.  People seem to have less time than ever before and have a lot of information to absorb. When you send e-mail or post to a discussion group, you're taking up other people’s time (or hoping to). It's your responsibility to ensure that the time they spend reading your posting isn't wasted.

4. Know what you're talking about and make sense.  Make sure your notes are clear and logical and know what you are talking about. Be pleasant and polite. Don't use offensive language, and don't be confrontational for the sake of confrontation.

5. Help keep flame wars under control.  "Flaming" is what people do when they express a strongly held opinion without holding back any emotions. Flames can be lots of fun, both to write and to read. But Netiquette does forbid the perpetuation of flame wars. Series of angry letters, most of them from two or three people directed toward each other that can dominate the tone and destroy the camaraderie of a discussion group. It's unfair to the other members of the group and it also can get boring very quickly to people who aren't involved in them.

6. Be forgiving of other people's mistakes.  When someone makes a mistake (even if you feel strongly about it) think twice before reacting. Having good manners yourself doesn't give you license to correct everyone else.  If you do decide to inform someone of a mistake, point it out politely, and preferably by private email rather than in public.  Give people the benefit of the doubt; assume they just don't know any better.

Major Assignment Expectations

Please refer to the assignment sheet for the “Building a Lesson in Google Classroom” in the “Handouts” area of MyCMU for information about and expectations for each project.  While formal citations are not required, please include a reference for any outside source used to complete an assignment!  All papers should be typed in 12 point Times New Roman font, with standard 1 inch margins! Paper headings should include your name and the title of the assignment.

Below is a general description of assignment qualities that correlate with each letter grade.  
The "A" Project:

An “A” project is outstanding.  Not only does the project address the assignment, but it does so with complexity, nuance, sophistication, and originality.  The organization is logical and intuitive.  Not only do the ideas themselves have an inherent coherence, but that relationship is highlighted by the structure and presentation of the essay.  The completed project excels on every level, with only a very few, minor mechanical errors.  When necessary and appropriate, “A” assignments include full, accurate, and correct citations. 

The "B" Project:

The project has many of the same characteristics of an “A” paper, but does not excel in all areas or is not executed with the same degree of effectiveness.  The project uses solid evidence and thinks through that evidence effectively, but usually without the same level of nuance and development as an “A” paper.  The organization is logical and the project has an overall coherence, but occasionally might briefly lose focus.  A few grammar and stylistic errors that are neither major nor overwhelming are also markers of a “B” project.  When necessary and appropriate, these essays cite sources full, accurately, and appropriately, with perhaps a few minor mechanical errors.  

The "C" Project:

The project meets the basic assignment guidelines, but little more.  The ideas and the analysis are shallow or underdeveloped.  While the assignment’s development and support are generally adequate, not all information in the project is relevant or appropriate or explained as well as it might be.  The overall organization is serviceable, but the overall coherence is impacted by occasionally weak or missing transitional elements.   When necessary and appropriate, “C” projects will include appropriate citations, but might have minor execution errors. 

The "D" Project:

A “D” paper meets some, but not all, of the basic assignment guidelines, and it tends not to exceed any of the minimum expectations.  At times the organization might seem counterintuitive and the essay overall seems disjointed.  These projects will often have several distracting or confusing grammar errors and tend to rely only on basic sentence structures.  When necessary and appropriate, a “D” project makes an attempt at citation, but that attempt is usually marred by errors in execution. 

The "F" Project:

An “F” project does not meet the minimum requirements of the assignment, and in fact usually shows a willful lack of understanding of the task at hand.  The support is poorly, even arbitrarily, chosen and contains little to no significant development or explanation of ideas or evidence.    A large number of major and distracting sentence-level errors are also common.  When necessary and appropriate, these essays will make gestures toward citing sources, but will do so in a limited, incorrect, or ineffective manner. 

Zero

A plagiarized paper (see course syllabus and the Online CMU Student Handbook pg. 11-12) will receive a zero and will not be revisable.  This is in addition to any penalties that might be imposed by the CMU administration.

***Keep in mind that every paper is different and has its own strengths and weaknesses, and so grades are based on a preponderance of qualities that fall within each grade level.***

DUE DATES AND DELIVERABLES
All due dates and deliverable requirements will be posted on the course website and are considered “firm.” Also note that any due dates and times are in Central Standard Time so please adjust accordingly.  Any deviation in content or form should be discussed with the instructor prior to the due date. Late and/or incomplete work will result in a significant grade reduction. The only exceptions related to late work are covered under the Late Work Policy below.  
LATE WORK POLICY
Late assignments will only be permitted in cases involving extreme hardship (e.g., unplanned change of employment, transfer, severe illness, accident, or death in the immediate family).  It is the student’s responsibility to inform the instructor prior to the due date of such circumstances and to provide acceptable documentation.  Late assignments will be handled on a case-by-case basis.  Due to the nature of the program and course you are encouraged to work ahead as possible to avoid missing deadlines.  The course should be completed as scheduled, incomplete (“I”) grades will only be considered as a last resort (See University Catalog Regarding Incomplete (“I”) Grades).

INSTRUCTOR ACADEMIC CONDUCT POLICY
CMU has an Academic Honesty Policy.  In short, any assignment, exam or other work, that does not belong to the student submitting it is considered dishonest and will be given no points.  Please review the policy as published in the Student Handbook.  If more than one instance occurs in a given semester, the student will fail the class. 

Students are expected to follow rules of professional conduct at all times. Since this is a "performance based" course, the instructors, at their discretion, may ask any student to "show their work". This may include presenting raw, draft or "in process" materials, demonstration of hardware or software used in the creation of the materials, etc.  Simply showing up with a final presentation etc. will not be acceptable as full credit. Students are encouraged to collaborate, but all students will be responsible for understanding all parts of the assignments. Any work found to be copied from another source without credit will result in a 0 for that assignment.  More than one instance of academic dishonesty will result in the failure of the course.

TECHNICAL ISSUES

Issues related to the operation of your computer or internet connection are the responsibility of the student and is not an acceptable excuse for failure to submit assignments by the designated dates.  Examples include:

“My hard drive on my computer went bad and I lost my homework”

“I couldn’t get connected to the internet last night; therefore I couldn’t get my homework submitted”

“There was a storm and I lost power”

“My family shares a computer and I couldn’t use the computer last night because my son needed it for his homework”

“My son used my computer and downloaded a virus and now my computer doesn’t work”

Backup

It is the student’s responsibility and a safe practice to backup your course-related files.  Make sure you have multiple redundancies (save your work to several places) and that you save often.
